From Merchant’s Quay (Cork City Centre)

Head west on Merchant’s Quay and turn left onto St Patrick St/N22. Continue going straight on the N22 for approx
7km, passing the County Hall on your left, and the Kingsley Hotel on your right, until you reach the Poulavone
Roundabout, where you will take the 3rdexit onto the Carrigohane Road/ R608, sign-posted Ballincollig R608. This
road will lead you onto the Main Street in Ballincollig.

Continue down the main street, until you see big grey stone gates on your right hand side (sign posted East Gate),
just before the Aldi on your right and the Topaz garage on your left. Take a right turn through the grey gates, and
keep left, this will bring you onto the Old Fort Road, behind Ballincollig Shopping Centre.

Continue until you see the grey and red bricked building with a pharmacy on your right hand side. Turn right into
the car park, sign-posted “The Clinic Medical Centre”, and you will see “The Clinic” written above the front doors.
This is the Old Quarter Medical Centre. We are located on the first floor. There is a lift up to the first floor in case
you have a buggy/wheel chair.

From Killarney/Kerry

Head east on the N22 towards Cork City. Continue for approx 70 km, and take the exit towards Ballincollig
(signposted Ballincollig West R608/ Kilumney), where you will reach a roundabout, taking the 1stexit onto R608,
turning right shortly after onto Carrigohane Road R608, which will lead you onto the main street in Ballincollig.

Continue straight for approx 1km, and take a left onto the Old Fort Road, just after the Oriel House Hotel on your
left. Continue straight on the Old Fort Road behind the Shopping Centre, until you see the Old Quarter Medical
Centre on your left hand side. Itis a grey and red bricked building with a pharmacy to the front.

Turn left into the car park, sign-posted “The Clinic Medical Centre”, and you will see “The Clinic” written above the
front doors. This is the Old Quarter Medical Centre. We are located on the first floor. There is a lift up to the first
floor in case you have a buggy/wheel chair.

From North/East of Cork City (E.g. Tipperary/Waterford etc)

Take the N8 (from Tipperary) or M25 (from Waterford) towards Cork City until you reach the Jack Lynch Tunnel. Take
the Jack Lynch Tunnel to bypass Cork City. From the Jack Lynch Tunnel, (southbound) continue forward onto the
Cork South Ring Road -N25 (signposted the West).

You will pass Douglas, after which the N25 will turn into the N28. Continue straight on the N28 passing straight
through, taking the 2nd exit on the Sarsfield Road roundabout, (sign-posted Cork South Ring West, Killarney), and
continue straight until you reach the Bandon Road roundabout, where you will again take the 2nd exit to stay on the
N22/N25 (sign-posted Tralee and Macroom). Continue on the N22 South Ring Road for approx 3km, and take the
N22 exit ramp sign-posted Cork Ballincollig/Kanturk/Blarney (R608/R579). At the roundabout at the top off the
off-ramp, take the 3rd exit, crossing over the flyover towards Ballincollig.

Continue straight for approx 2km until you reach the Poulavone Roundabout, where you will take the 1st exit onto
the Carrigohane Road R608 which will lead you onto the main street in Ballincollig. Continue down the main street,
until you see big grey stone gates on your right hand side (sign posted East Gate), just before the Aldi on your right
and the Topaz garage on your left. Take a right turn through the grey gates, and keep left, this will bring you onto
the Old Fort Road, behind Ballincollig Shopping Centre. Continue until you see the grey and red bricked building with
a pharmacy on your right hand side.
